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2023 Cultural Statistics Abstract

Taiwan's "Cultural Statistics" are based on the basis of the "UNESCO Cultural Statistics Framework
2009" and from Taiwan's Ministry of Culture "Cultural Statistics Framework 2012", linking relevant
international classification standards for cultural statistics to present an overall cultural outlook including
the social and economic aspects of culture. The contents of this publication are divided into four major
fields."Culture and Administration" which covers aspects such as government organizations, personnel,
resource input, and regulations; "Culture and Education" which concerns the training of cultural
professionals in government, schools, and society; "Culture and Society" which covers the public's cultural
participation and practice; and "Culture and Industry” which presents the development of cultural and

creative industries in Taiwan. The following is a summary of the results of 2022 cultural statistics.

1. Culture and Administration

"Culture and Administration" presents an overview of the organizational structure, personnel,
funding and regulation amendments in Taiwan's public and tertiary sectors in 2022. In 2022 there was
a total of 3,371 personnel in the Ministry of Culture and its affiliates (organizations) and administrative
legal departments. In other central government authorities with culture-related affairs there were 3,049
staff, these two groups together giving an overall total of 6,420 personnel. Compared with 2021's 6,575
personnel, this was an decreased of 2.36%. As for the local government cultural bureaux and divisions,

personnel decreased by 6.55% to 4,639.

Taiwan's central government cultural expenditure budget for 2022 was NT$26,233.43 million, a
increase of 1.90% compared with 2021. The proportion of cultural expenditure budget to total central
government budget decreased from 1.21% in 2021 to 1.17% in 2022. The expenditure on culture in
local government also decreased from NT$38,883.32 million in 2021 to NT$43,018.37 million in 2022.
The share of the total local government budget also increase from 2.90% in 2021 to 3.11% in 2022.
In 2022, the Ministry of Culture and its affiliated institutions' budget totaled NT$17,772.10 million,
accounting for 67.75% of the central government's total cultural expenditure budget, and 0.79% of the
central government's total budget. This amount along with the budget of NT$28.0 billion allocated for
the forward-looking infrastructure development accounts will be 0.91% of the central government's
total budget in 2022. The total revenue of the National Performing Arts Centers, the Institute of Cultural
Contents and the National Film and Audiovisual Culture Center was NT$43.87 billion, an increase of 6.35%
over the total revenue of NT$41.25 million in 2021. In 2022, cultural foundations' average annual income
was NT$59,003.9 thousand. Which is less than in 2021, but the proportion of households with income

greater than expenditure was 71.94%, an increase from 65.97% in 2021.



In terms of subsidies, the Ministry of Culture granted NT$9,128.04 million (including 264.87 million
in relief and revitalization subsidies, and 1,158.37 million yuan in forward-looking infrastructure design
subsidies), which is 1,158.37 million yuan compared with 2021. A decrease of 3.66%. The National
Culture and Arts Foundation has provided a total of 1,109 regular and project subsidies, with a subsidy
amount of 610 million yuan. The subsidy amount has increased significantly by 67.52% compared with
2021.

As a whole, in 2022, central government and the Ministry of Culture personnel were decrease, but
cultural expenditure were increased. The subsidies by the Ministry of Culture for art and culture were
increased slightly over 2021. In terms of subsidy amounts, with the gradual completion of forward-looking
infrastructure and the planning of relief and revitalization measures in 2021, the amount of subsidies in
2020 and 2022 is significantly reduced compared to 2020. The Ministry of Culture's administrative legal
person funds have increased significantly as the epidemic control is gradually lifted to strengthen the

promotion of the arts and cultural industry.

2. Culture and Education

"Culture and Education" explains the condition and status of current personnel cultivation in Taiwan's
culture-related sectors. In 2022, a total of 143 colleges and universities set up culture-related courses,
employing 8,924 full-time teachers. The number of students engaged in culture-related departments was
249,623, accounting for 21.90% of the total number of students in domestic higher education. There were
59,539 graduates in culture-related departments, accounting for 20.99% of higher education graduates. The
number of high school students engaged in culture-related disciplines was 77,028, accounting for 13.56%
of the total number of high and secondary vocational school students. The number of graduates from
culture-related disciplines was 25,723, or 14.41% of the total number of high school graduates. In 2022
to promote community cultural operations, the Ministry of Culture prepared a total of NT$725 million in
funds for a "Community and Village Cultural Operation Development Plan" and a "Museum and Local
Culture Hall Promotion and Guidance Project", to combine both local residents and groups in nurturing

local personnel.

3. Culture and Society

"Culture and Society" illustrates Taiwan's cultural resources and cultural displays, participations, and
cultural exchange activities. In 2022, there are a total of 2,919 monuments/historical buildings/memorial
buildings/settlements/historical sites/archaeological sites/cultural landscapes, 2,420 historic objects, and
751 traditional art/folk and related cultural relics. In 2022, there were a total of 3,856 venues for cultural
exhibitions and performances. The average number of cultural exhibition or performance venues per
million people was 168. A total of 348 museums and local cultural centers received subsidies in 2021, of

which the number of certified museums is now 79.
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In terms of participation in arts and cultural activities, there were 54,036 arts and cultural events
held nationally. There were 244,579 thousand visits in 2022. The average number of arts and cultural
events enjoyed per 10,000 people was 23, with an average of one person attending 10.51 arts events.
The restrictions for COVID-19 have been gradually lifted in 2022, the number and the attendance of
art and cultural events are both higher than in 2021. In 2022, there were a total of 33 national culture-
related agencies with a total attendance of 27.2797 million visits. The average number of admissions per
venue was 0.8267 million, which was a decline from the 0.5083 million in 2021. Fee-paying visits and
admissions accounted for 24.49% of the total number of admissions, which was increased than the 23.47%
in 2021.

In film and popular music, in 2022, 771 films were released in Taiwan, an increase of 79 from 2021.
In box office terms, nationally, takings amounted to NT$5.75 billion. Taiwan domestic films accounted
for 604 million or 10.5%. In Taiwan's music market, 2022 sales were NT$2,609 million, up 11.44% from
2021, of which physical record sales increased significantly by 7.0% from 2021, while the digital music
market increased by 12.31%. On the whole, in 2022, Taiwan has gradually recovered from the impact of

the COVID-19, and the film and music markets have both increased significantly.

In terms of cultural consumption, the average household consumption expenditure in my country will
be 834,537 in 2022, of which spending on leisure, culture, and education was NT$52,904, accounting for
6.34% of consumer spending. The amount is lower than that in 2021. However, if deducting spending on
education and travel packages, the average household cultural consumption expenditure per household was

NT$23,084, an increase of 2.93% over 2021.

Overall, in 2022, in 2022, public participation in cultural activities gradually moved away from the
impact of the COVID-19 pandemic. The number of events held increased compared to 2021, and the
number of visitors to national cultural institutions, as well as the number of arts and cultural events and
their attendance, also increased significantly compared to 2021. On the consumption side, the proportion
of paid admissions to national cultural-related institutions, movie box office and pop music sales, as well
as the amount of household leisure, cultural and educational consumption expenditure and its proportion

of household consumption expenditure have all increased compared to 2021.

4. Culture and Industry

"Culture and Industry" illustrates the development of the cultural and creative industries in Taiwan.
In 2022, there were 71,636 cultural and creative industries, an increase of 2.88% over 2021. Their turnover
was NT$1,090,515 million, an increase of 13.09% compared to 2021, and export share accounted for
10.33%, which was lower that of 2021. The ratio of turnover to Gross Domestic Product (GDP) increased
from 4.43% in 2021 to 4.78%. The number of employees in these industries was 286,958, an increase
of 5.08% from 2021 and 2.51% of the overall national workforce, up from 2021. In 2022, the number of

cultural and creative industries, manpower, turnover, export amount and export proportion all showed an

increase as the epidemic was lifted. In individual industries, each industry also grew significantly, with

turnover of " The music and performing arts industry had the highest growth rate of 46.22%.

On the whole, although the central government's cultural expenditure and the Ministry of Culture's
budget did not increase in 2022, and the Ministry of Culture and its affiliated agencies (institutions)
provided less subsidies for arts and culture than in 2021, in terms of participation, there was a significant
increase in the number of arts and cultural activities, the number of visitors to national cultural institutions,
and the number of visitors to cultural and artistic activities in 2022. The amount of household leisure,
cultural and educational consumption expenditure also increased compared to 2021. In terms of industrial
development, the overall turnover of the cultural and creative industry in 2022 also grew significantly
compared to 2021. As restrictions on COVID-19 are gradually lifted and the epidemic has become
normalized, cultural development in terms of activities, participation and industries has gradually returned

to normal in 2022.
