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Abstract |

The Republic of China Cultural Statistics primarily adopted a quantized approach to categorizing,
organizing, recording, and presenting cultural aspects of environment, production, actions, measures,
organizations, and activities domestically and globally to understand and grasp the methods of culture.
These statistics can further provide a basis for research, analyses, operations, and expositions as well as a

reference for public and private organization policies.

2009 Cultural Statistics maintained the structure of 2008 Cultural Statistics, divided into Culture and
Administration, Culture and Education, Culture and Society, and Culture and Economy. An analysis of
the cultural statistics of 2009 revealed results similar to that of 2008. The presentation of information in
2009 Cultural Statistics placed an emphasis on trend variations spanning over years to specify the indexes
operational definitions. A summary description of the cultural statistics results from 2009 is divided into

the following four sections:

1. Culture and Administration

Culture and Administration mainly presents the general domestic situation of organizational structure,
labor, budgets, and legislative change in the public, private, and third (voluntary) sectors, among which the
drawing of cultural budgets is the most reflective of the degree of importance that the government holds
for cultural policy. In 2009, the total budget passed by the central government was approximately NTD
1,809.7 billion. The approved cultural expense budget was NTD 27 billion, roughly 1.49 % of the total
budget. The percentages of the cultural expense budget in the total budget had ranged from 1.14 % to 1.53
% in the last ten years, with a slight yearly increase within the last three. The average percentage of the
last ten years was approximately 1.33 %. 2009 had the largest annual budget and the second largest growth
rate, 21.60%; only second to that of 2003, 31.55 %. The average contributions to the central government
cultural budget were NT$ 956.07 per person over these years while NT$ 1,166.96 per person in 2009 was
the highest.

2. Culture and Education

Culture and Education mainly covers the domestic conditions of training cultural personnel. In
government personnel training, the Council for Cultural Affairs and the subsidiary bodies conducted a
total of 17,471.5 hours of personnel training programs for 43,300 persons, among which 10,329 training
hours for 7,491 persons were conducted by the Council for Cultural Affairs. In educational institutes,
159 colleges and universities established cultural related courses or departments in 2009 that employed
11,553 teachers or professors. A total of 361,124 students majored in culture related departments, which

was27.02% of the students in higher education. Approximately 23.39 % (74,203) of national higher
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education graduates majored in culture related degrees. This study investigated the personnel training
programs conducted by 167 culture and arts organizations to understand cultural personnel training for the
third sector. Twenty-eight of these organizations provided general cultural personnel training information
for 2009. They established 88 projects totaling 2,672 hours of events or programs and trained 32,770

persons.

3. Culture and Society

Culture and Society primarily describes the achievements, participation, and interflow of domestic
cultural resources and activities. In 2009, there were 162,909,000 individual attendees at cultural events,
18.61 % more than 2008, and 55,267 events were held; indicating an increase of 9.00 %. In comparison
to the number of events held in 2008, the category of events that had the greatest increase was language
and literature, which had an annual growth of 34.51 %. Crafts and musical events in 2009 were slightly
lower than in 2009. The area that held the most cultural events was Taipei City, which held 5,974 events
in 2009, 10.81 % of the national number. The second was Taipei County, which held 5,698 events
(10.31 %). Compared to 2008 statistics, the number of cultural events held grew in Kaohsiung County,
which increased by 58.31 %. As for cultural participation, 98.9 % out of 1,309 people over 15 years old
participated in cultural and arts related events in 2009; only 1.1 % had not. This revealed that the public

possesses a high level of participation at cultural events.

4. Culture and Economy

Culture and Economy reveals the status of domestic development between culture and industry
interests. As a whole, cultural and creative industries in Taiwan have achieved an outstanding performance
internationally; the annual average growth rate for industrial revenue was 7.78 %, higher than the average
national economic growth rate of 3.70 %. In 2005, the total revenue for domestic cultural and creative
industries was NTD 581.1 trillion, with an annual increasing trend, but somewhat reduced in 2009 to NTD
515.0 trillion. In terms of the number of establishments in the cultural and creative industries, starting in
2005, the number started to decrease, finally, reaching 48,520 in 2009. In average expense per household
pertaining to recreation as well as education and cultural services, were education and research followed
by travel expenses. Although expenses from books and stationery were the least, only books and stationery
expenses in addition to recreation and education service expenses increased to 88.70 % and to 6.19%,

respectively in 2009, whereas other expenses showed negative growth.
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
