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2010 Cultural Statistics
Abstract

The purpose of Cultural Statistics of the Republic of China is to understand cultural phenomena
by classifying, organizing, recording, and displaying domestically and internationally defined cultural
environments, policies, measures, organizations, activities, production, and accomplishments based
on quantitative surveys. The Cultural Statistics of the Republic of China may serve as a reference for
analyzing, conducting, and interpreting research results, and for decision making in public and private

organizations.

The "2010 Cultural Statistics" adopted the existing framework of cultural statistical items from 2009,
and was divided into four programs: Culture and Administration, Culture and Education, Culture and
Society, and Culture and Economics. The 2010 Cultural Statistics also emphasized multi-year trends, and
clearly defined operational definitions for various indices. According the cultural statistics of 2010, the
public sector has focused on improving the efficiency of cultural administration. In cultural promotion,
the public sector has enhanced international communication: it has significantly increased the frequency
of performances and exhibitions hosted at various overseas cultural centers, along with the number of
participants. In the private sector and public participation, the improvement of economic conditions and
the effects of cultural policy promotion by the government in 2010 were reflected in vibrant folk cultural
activities. Therefore, volunteer participation, industrial cultural employment, revenue, and public cultural

participation have flourished. The results of the 2010 cultural statistics are summarized as follows.

Culture and Administration mainly presents overviews of Taiwan's public sector, private sector, third
sector (voluntary sector) organizations, human resources, funding, and new and amended regulations. For
cultural funding, the central government's budget for cultural expenditure was 26,056.07 million NTD
in 2010, which was 923.80 million NTD lower than in 2009. The closing amount of cultural expenditure
was 24,941.68 million NTD in 2010; this was 205.52 million NTD higher than in 2009. The budget
implementation rate had increased from 91.68% in 2009 to 95.72% in 2010. The budget of various local
governments for cultural expenditure in 2010 was 18,402.64 million NTD; as compared with that in 2009,
this budget had decreased by 16.45%. However, the budget implementation rate increased from 89.27% in
2009 to 91.17% in 2010.

For human resources in cultural administration, the Council for Cultural Affairs and its subsidiary
organizations had 1,147 employees in 2010, or 62 fewer employees than in 2009. The number of
employees in the central Government whose work involved the cultural field was 4,316, which was
133 employees fewer than that in 2009. The total number of employees in the 25 local cultural affairs

departments was 1,754, or 232 fewer employees than in 2009. Overall, because of preparation for

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organizational transformation and the influence of the restructuring of the five municipalities, central and
local governments have focused on improvements in efficiency. Therefore, the budget implementation rate
has improved, even though the cultural budget and human resources related to culture were lower than in
2009.

Culture and Education primarily describes the cultivation of cultural talent in the cultural field. The
Council for Cultural Affairs and its subsidiary organizations organized 17,262 hours of talent cultivation
courses, and cultivated 90,298 people in 2010. In 2010, 159 colleges and universities in Taiwan opened
courses related to culture, and 11,866 full-time teachers were appointed; 376,197 students had enrolled
in these courses, and accounted for 28.0% of all students enrolled in higher education. The number of
graduates in disciplines related to culture was 77,204, which accounted for 26.59% of higher education
graduates in Taiwan. Among the six main disciplines, the humanities discipline had the greatest numbers
of teachers, students, and graduates, followed by the discipline of personal services. Overall, there were
more teachers, students, and graduates in disciplines related to culture in 2010 were than in 2009. Among
the various disciplines, the number of students enrolled in humanities, education, and mass communication
had decreased, and the number of students enrolled in personal services and fine arts had increased in

2010, as compared with the statistics from 2009.

Culture and Society mainly describes cultural resources and activities, and the status of cultural
participation and exchange. The main contents of Culture and Society include "cultural resources,"
"participation in cultural and artistic activities," "the status of cultural participation,” and "international
cultural exchange." From the aspect of various arts activities and exhibitions, according to the statistics
of the "National Information System for Artistic and Cultural Activities," 57,289 arts activities were held
across the nation in 2010; compared to that in 2009, the number of arts activities had increased by 3.66%.
As for the number of attendees, attendance to these activities totaled 172.832 million; as compared to

2009, the number of attendees had increased by 6.09%.

Regionally, Taipei City hosted the greatest number of arts activities in 2010, hosting 10.72% of
the total number of activities held in Taiwan. Taipei City also had the greatest number of attendees to
arts activities, accounting for 23.98% of attendees nationwide. Film exhibitions constituted the highest
proportion of activities among all categories of exhibitions and activities, and accounted for 20.27% of
activities nationwide. The number of language-related activities was the second highest, accounting for
14.80%. To understand public participation for cultural activities, we conducted a cultural participation
survey targeting people aged 15 and above. Of the 2,105 people surveyed, 99.40% had participated in
cultural or arts activities in 2010; only 0.60% of those surveyed had never participated in any of these
activities. The results of this survey indicate that the public participation rate in cultural and arts activities

was high.
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As for the categories of cultural and arts activities in which people had participated, the participation
rate for mass communication activities was 98.10%, which was the highest. The participation rate for
cultural and arts organizations and facilities was 89.00%, and was the second highest, followed by living
arts (65.6%). Overall, based on the number of attendees for arts activities and the participation rate of the
people in activities related to culture and the arts, the degree of public participation in cultural activities in

2010 was greater than that in 2009.

Culture and Economics primarily presents the development of cultural and industrial economic
benefits. After experiencing the impact of the financial crisis, the cultural and creative industry in Taiwan
had significantly revived by 2010; both the number of enterprises and revenue had increased. The revenue
of the entire cultural and creative industry in 2010 reached record highs, and was approximately 661.60
billion NTD; as compared to the revenue in 2009, the revenue of 2010 had increased by 16.1%. The
number of enterprises had also increased to 52,673. The revenue of the cultural and creative industry
in 2010 accounted for approximately 4.9% of the nominal domestic national product (13,614.2 billion
NTD); as compared to that in 2009, the proportion had increased by approximately 0.3%, and was
maintained at the same standard as in previous years. According to the "Report on the Survey of Family
Income and Expenditure in 2010," average family expenditure for each household was 702,292 NTD;
of this, expenditures for leisure, culture, and education was 77,301 NTD, and accounted for 11.01% of
total expenditures. Overall average household expenditures on leisure, culture, and education had slightly
decreased by 0.77%; of these expenditures, those for package tours and entertainment/cultural services
had significantly increased (the annual increase was 14.86% and 12.37%, respectively). In summary, the
performance of cultural economics in 2010 had grown both on the supply side (revenue in the cultural and

creative industries) and on the demand side (family expenditure on entertainment and cultural services).
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
